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i) Continuous call of the administrative staff and REPS for an additional P750.00 
for the first rice subsidy amounting to P1,500 given at the 1st quarter of FY 
2015. The request was based on the corresponding increase of rice subsidy in 
the recently approved Collective Negotiation Agreement (CNA);  

 
ii) Continuous call for regularization and for filling-up of the vacant items; 

 
iii) Equal benefits for the Non-UP contractuals such as: Annual Incentive Grant; 

rice subsidy; cash gift; discount at the University Health Service; to be on the 
priority list in the filling up of items, if qualified; and to have opportunities for 
trainings/seminars that help them improve their capabilities to meet the 
minimum QS of the Civil Service;  
 

iv) Standardized rule in the granting of cash gifts to non-UP contractual. Some 
units grant cash gifts subject to availability of funds. Hence, units without 
enough funding source could not give cash gifts to non-UP contractuals;   
 

v) CNA leave of absence should be under the Civil Service memorandum, 
especially the filing of a half day leave using the CNA leave;  
 

vi) Merit step increase should be given to due sagad employees; and  
 

vii) Employees with no Notice of Organizational, Staffing and Compensation 
Action (no NOSCA) be covered.  There are about 12 employees in UP Diliman 
who will be retiring in the next 2 to 3 years with no NOSCA status. These are 
the items approved by the Board of Regents but were not approved by the 
Department of Budget and Management so the CUs compensate for the 
difference in salaries. 

   
4. Even on short notice, the Office of the Staff Regent was able to raise funds to sponsor 

the food for about 700 Lumads and other Indigenous Peoples during their stay at the 
UP Diliman campus for the Manilakbayan 2015. His office is accepting any kind of 
support for the Lumads who will be staying in UP Diliman until 31 October 2015.   

 
5. With respect to the SRP, President Pascual said that this was discussed when he was 

Alumni Regent but was approved when he became the President. There is a need to 
study the matter on benefits given to employees very carefully because it is not as 
simple as it seems. For instance, the cash gift given by some units is really dependent 
on their funding capabilities. Some CUs may not enjoy the same benefits as other 
CUs with bigger budgets. Moreover, the benefits of some contractual employees, 
especially those who are project-based, are already incorporated in their contracts. 
Some are based on the amount of research grants, about which UP has no control.  

 
6. Staff Regent Mejia recalled that part of the side agreement on the CNA is the creation 

of a technical working group to study the matter on contractual workers.  
 
7. President Pascual confirmed that there was a commitment to study the contractual 

workers. He pointed out that the amount of benefits given out to employees during 
his more than 4.5 years stay as President already totaled to around P2.1 Billion.  
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11. Student Regent Pangalangan sought clarification on the criteria and guidelines for 
incentivizing the varsity teams because unlike the performing arts groups, the varsity 
teams are more complicated. He suggested studying the guidelines because it might 
affect the dynamics of the organization, particularly on the decision as to who will be 
given tuition fee waiver. 

 
12. Another concern of the Student Regent Pangalangan was that, since it is a tuition fee 

waiver, the students still have to pay the miscellaneous and other school fees.  
 
13. President Pascual thanked the Board for the comments and concerns but he asked that 

the Board approve the proposal and leave the fine-tuning of the details and 
incorporation of all the concerns raised to administration. 

 
14. Regent Senator Cayetano said that it goes back to the need for a System level varsity 

athletes/performing arts coordinator that would get things done in an organized way. 
President Pascual said that the Office for Athletics and Sports Development has just 
been approved to serve the purpose.

Highlights of the Discussion 

 
A.    ON THE PCARI PROJECTS 
 

1. Student Regent Pangalangan said that from his knowledge, the PCARI program is 
only good for five (5) years.   Chair Licuanan explained that the PCARI started out 
as a 2-year program so CHED got funds good for two (2) years. It was approved in 
2013 but the funds were given out to the main proponents, UP being one of the 
major ones, only at the end of 2014. 

 
2. Vice President Concepcion said that her office is announcing the PCARI 

scholarships to entice or convince students to pursue their PhDs abroad. Her team 
is just waiting for the go signal from CHED to circulate the materials.  

 
3. Chair Licuanan said that scholarships are open for research and training for Masters 

and PhDs.  
 
B.     ON THE MOA WITH PAMANTASAN NG LUNGSOD NG MAYNILA (PLM) 
 

1. Since the Computerized Registration System (CRS) will be lent to the Pamantasan 
ng Lungsod ng Maynila (PLM), Student Regent Pangalangan asked what UP would 
get in return. 

 
2. President Pascual explained that there was no money involved. It was more like a 

licensing agreement granted to PLM where UP owns the software. By lending the 
CRS to PLM, UP was able to perform its role as the National University helping 
other higher education institutions. 

 
3. Chair Licuanan attested that it is free because even the CHED was asked if the CRS 

could be shared to some branches of CHED. 
 
4. President Pascual said that although the software is free, there are still costs for 

deploying the software, customizing and encoding of data. The PLM will have to 
form its own technical team and UP will provide technical assistance. However, if 
UP is going to take care of a number of universities, it would need the support of 
CHED in order to develop a support unit for a number of universities that will adopt 
this particular system. 

 
C.     ON THE MOA WITH PCHRD

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5. Chair Licuanan suggested finding a system to monitor some items in the matrix on 
a regular basis. While there are Special Board meetings, the Board should consider 
including some of the important matters in its regular meetings.  

 
6. Vice President Concepcion suggested that the Board constitute an Academic 

Committee, similar to the BOR Finance Committee, for the members of the Board 
who are interested to look at the programs related to academics. The Committee 
could provide the Board information and finer details to matters related to faculty 
development, faculty productivity, the quality of teaching and academic degree 
programs, as well as student initiatives and programs.  

 
7. Secretary De Las Llagas said that there are only two (2) sub committees in the 

Board, the Finance Committee and Judiciary Committee. The Finance Committee, 
headed by Regent Albarracin, was created to look at the finances of the University 
while the Judiciary Committee, headed by Regent Gonzalez-Montinola, vice former 
Chief Justice Puno, is in charge of studying cases that have been elevated to the 
Board. 

 
8. Vice President Concepcion said that since the Board shows deep concern for 

academics and it is related to finances and other operational matters, she suggested 
that the said Committee be headed by the Faculty Regent.  

 
9. Regent Encanto inquired about the specific steps the Board can take to 

operationalize the systematic monitoring and reporting of some of the programs 
listed in the suggested matrix.  

 
10. Chair Licuanan said that there seemed to be two (2) different suggestions: one is 

how to go through the list of items under operational excellence and academic 
excellence to systematically monitor the different initiatives at the Board level.  She 
asked the President and the Board Secretary how the Board can work on monitoring 
the matrix. The other suggestion is to form a BOR Academic Committee headed by 
the Faculty Regent. Chair Licuanan requested the Faculty Regent and the Vice 
President for Academic Affairs to conceptualize what the Committee might do that 
would be different from the current practice of the Board.  

 
Board Action: NOTED 

 
 

C. Proposal to Redefine or Reorient the Purpose of the UP College of Law Office of 
Legal Aid (OLA) 

 
As early as 1974, the University's Board of Regents (BOR) approved the creation 

of the Office of Legal Aid (OLA) in view of curricular and other changes. The revision 
of courses in the senior year incorporating practicum Legal Technique I and Legal 
Technique II necessitates the establishment of the office headed by a director (p. 82, 
Volume V, No.5 of the U.P. Official Gazette).  
 

The current proposal seeks to expand its services to cater to non-indigent and paying 
clients. It shall accept cases with pedagogical value including retainers such as for 
corporate housekeeping.  
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14. Vice President Uy said that some law and non-law firms would go to the UP College 

of Law to acquire the position or stand of the College of Law on some important 
matters or issues. This may be regarded as planting the seed for establishing good 
relationships with Congress and law firms. They also seek the College of Law 
because it has the best legal library in the country. He clarified that although 
exposure is important, the OLA will only accept cases with pedagogical value.  

 
15. President Pascual asked if the action of the Board can be deferred to inform the UP 

College of Law Dean about the discomfort of the Regents on the redefinition of the 
purpose of OLA. If needed, the Dean could also directly respond to the issues raised 
by members of the Board. 

 
16. Regent Senator Cayetano said that the reorientation of the purpose of OLA makes 

sense because it could be carved out into a niche. There are roughly 50-100 new 
Congressmen every year that could benefit from having access to good lawyers. The 
OLA could be marketed in such a way that it would be the one to access all the other 
departments of UP for position papers and opinions. 

 
17. President Pascual said that the Dean will be informed and requested to thresh out the 

details of the concept paper.  This will be presented to the Board in one of its 
meetings.  

 
Board Action: DEFERRED. The Board will invite the Dean to 

present the details of the proposal and a description on 
how the redefined OLA will operate. 

 
 

D. Request of President Alfredo E. Pascual for Authority to Travel to Ontario, Canada 
on November 22-27, 2015 to Participate in the 49th Annual Conference of the 
Canadian Bureau for International Education (CBIE) and to Visit Selected 
Universities 

 
The President would like to request return airfare, hotel accommodation, pre-

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13. Regent Maronilla requested the Office of the Vice President for Legal Affairs to 
conduct a thorough study of jurisprudence because Congress cannot compel the 
Board to sell any of the UP land assets.  

 
14. President Pascual said that the law is just an enabling legislation for the Board of 

Regents to sell alienable properties but the final decision is still with the Board of 
Regents.  

 
15. Regent Maronilla added that passing a resolution to amend the UP Charter might 

just create more problems for UP than solutions. The best way to respond to the 
letter of the Quezon City Mayor is to say that the matter will be endorsed to the 
Office of the Vice President for Legal Affairs for opinion. It would be a good idea 
to visit the Historical Commission to validate the historical facts involving UP 
during the time of President Elpidio Quirino. Senator Regent Cayetano is not 
comfortable making any statement regarding this without knowing the history and 
the repercussions of the decision.   
 

Board Action: NOTED. The matter is for further study and 
discussion by the UP President with the VP for Legal 
Affairs.

1. On UAAP (University Athletic Association of the Philippines) 

 
Highlights of the Discussion 
 
1. Regent Senator Cayetano asked if the Board could be updated on the status of 

the UAAP games every Board meeting. The Student Regent could very quickly 
report the standing of UP in the ongoing UAAP Season 78 games. 

 
2. She suggested honoring the UAAP student athletes either by inviting them 

during a BOR meeting or on a separate occasion by the President. She left the 
decision to the President on whether to invite only the champions or also include 
the second or third placers. She was sure that the student athletes would 
appreciate it that the President or the Board of Regents congratulated them.

U.P. PRESIDENT'S REPORT TO THE BOARD OF REGENTS 
27 August to 28 October 2015 

Trip to Seoul, Korea, 15-17 September 2015 

On 15 September, I presided the meeting of the Advisory Board of KoSASA (Korean Studies 
Association of Southeast Asia) of which I am the President for the biennium 2015-2016. KoSASA is 
a network of top universities in eight countries in Southeast Asia (Thailand, Malaysia, Indonesia, 
the Philippines, Vietnam, Cambodia, Laos and Myanmar). The network provides the platform for 
the member universities to engage in collaborations among themselves and with Korean 
universities and institutions such as Korea Foundation (KF) and Academy of Korean Studies (AKS) 
in education and research in Korean Studies in the region. The Korean Research Institute at the 
New South Wales University (UNSW), Sydney, serves as the Secretariat of KoSASA. 

I 
At the meeting, the Advisory Board formally invited Sookmyung Women's University, Korea, to 
join KoSASA as an institutional member and discussed the amendments to the KF-ASEAN Korea 
Studies Fellowship Program^ and the UNSW PhD Scholarship Program^ for the KoSASA member 
universities. I also briefed the Board about the 7̂*̂  KoSASA biennial International Conference that 
UP is hosting on 28-30 September 2016. The individual Board members reported on the plans and 
programs of their respective universities related to Korean studies. I informed the Board that UP 
was planning to establish a Korean Research Center for which UP was expecting seed funding 
from AKS. [UP received the seed funding of USD 41,632 from AKS on 25 October 2014.] 

Just prior to the KoSASA Advisory Board meeting on 15 September, 1 paid a courtesy call on the 
President of the Korea Foundation (KF). At this meeting we two signed an amendment to the KF-
ASEAN Korean Studies Fellowship Program. My signature was in my capacity as President of 
KoSASA. 

On 16-17 September, I attended the AKS International Conference in Commemoration of the 70*^ 
Anniversary of Korea's Independence. At the opening ceremony and Presidents Forum, I delivered 
a keynote speech on the theme: Korea and Southeast Asia: Building Partnerships in Education. I 
emphasized the point that as vital as trade and security agreements and official development 
assistance are, it is still people who form the heart of international relations. I said that any 
discussion of Korea-Southeast Asia collaboration, particularly in education, should be grounded 
people-to-people relationships and that bilateral and multilateral agreements between Korea and 
the ASEAN and its member countries are just manifestations of a deepening appreciation of one 
another as regional neighbors and global partners. I 

Several papers were presented by academics from KoSASA member universities, including one 
from UP Asian Center (Prof. Eduardo Gonzalez). 

' The KF-ASEAN Fellowship Program for Korean Studies was established to foster new generations of Southeast Asian 
scholars in the field of Korean studies. A professor from the UP Virata School of Business got this fellowship award in 
2014 for doctoral studies in Business Administration at Sookmyung Women's University. 
" The UNSW PhD Scholarship program for KoSASA Member universities was established to support cooperation in 
research and education between UNSW and KoSASA member universities. One faculty member of UP was chosen in 
2015 for this scholarship award. 



Use of UP's Computerized Registration System (CRS) granted to PLM 

On 8 September, I signed a memorandum of agreement with President Leonora Vasquez de Jesus 
of Pamantasan ng Lungsod ng Maynila (PLM) whereby UP grants PLM a non-exclusive right to use 
UP Manila's Computerized Registration System (CRS) for a period of 5 years. The CRS is a 
computerized system for enrollment of students that also functions as a repository of the 
academic records of the students, including information on the classes they have taken and the 
grades in these classes. UP is now shifting to a more extensive and fully integrated information 
management system in all its campuses across the country as part of its strategic thrust towards 
operational excellence. Because the CRS is a useful standalone registration system, I decided to 
make it available for use by other higher education institutions as a public service initiative. PLM 
will be the first beneficiary and PLM's experience in customizing the CRS could facilitate its further 
adoption by more public colleges and universities. 

Roundtable discussion with Chinese embassy officials 

In response to a request from the Mr. Jin Yuan, Economic and Commercial Counsellor of the 
Chinese Embassy in the Philippines, I agreed to organize a roundtable discussion (RTD) between 
embassy officials and UP faculty members to exchange views on furthering the bilateral relations 
between the Philippines and China through economic and trade cooperation. The RTD was held 
on 9 September at the UP Board of Regents Room. The UP participants were CIDS Executive 
Director Edna Co; AVPAA Rhodora Azanza; School Economics Professor Emmanuel de Dios, 
Professor Maria Socorro Bautista, and Adjunct Professor Calla Wiemer; and Asian Center 
Professor Aileen Baviera. The Chinese Embassy officials included Economic and Commercial 
Counsellor Jin Yuan, Second Secretary Zhang Huaying (agriculture), Second Secretary Yang Ming 
(trade and exhibition). Third Secretary Zhu Min (project contracting, Chinese enterprises). Third 
Secretary Hou Jun (investments), and Attache Zhang Xianfeng (investment, information, website 
management). I also participated in the initial discussions. 

I 
UPLB's PhD in Development Studies Program in UP Mindanao 

On 11 September, I participated in the launch of UPLB's PhD in Development Studies Program in 
UP Mindanao. The program is expected to produce 5-7 PhD among the faculty of UP Mindanao, 
plus several trained policy makers for Mindanao. The UP System is underwriting the cost of the 
one-time offering of the program. 

UP Budget 2016 

We continue to defend in Congress UP's budget for 2016. The House plenary deliberation was 
held on 2 October, while the Senate Finance Committee hearing took place on 29 September. In 
both instances, we presented UP's additional priority items for funding in the 2016 GAA on top of 
the items committed by DBM in the 2016 National Expenditure Program (NEP). These proposed 
additions amount to PI. IB in Personal Services, another PI. IB in MOOE, and P1.7B in 
infrastructure projects. The latter would include sports facilities in 3 CUs; student dormitories in 4 
CUs and a student center in UP Diliman; STEAM-related projects in UPD and UPLB; the renovation 
and upgrade of the UP Main Library (Gonzales Hall), and the Phase 1 construction for the UP 
campus in the Clark Green City. i 



MOD Signing with GIVIA Network and Partners for Eleksyon 2016 

On 8 October, I signed on behalf of UP an MOU for Eleksyon 2016 among GMA Network and 
partners that include the leading technological service providers, media organizations, academic 
institutions, legal and socio-civic groups, and election advocacy groups. The MOU brings together 
the partners in support of GMA's comprehensive coverage of the 2016 elections. UP is 
negotiating with GMA a more specific agreement the will provide media exposure to the experts, 
studies and data, and other resources of the University to assist voters in making an informed 
choice.

Inauguration of Confucius Institute UP Diliman 

After a gestation period of over seven long years, we finally had a ceremonial inauguration of the 
the Confucius Institute (CI) in UP Diliman on 12 October. It was a well-attended event that was 
honored with the presence of the Chinese Ambassador, the President and other officials of 
Xiamen University (UP's designated partner for the CI), notable figures from the Chinese Filipino 
community led by former Regent Francis Chua, and officials from other Philippine schools that 
have a Confucius Institute of their own. UP Diliman's is the 5̂ ^ CI in the Philippines, after those of 
Ateneo de Manila University (in QC and Makati), Bulacan State University, and Angeles University 
Foundation in Angeles City, Pampanga. An impressive cultural program was put up jointly by both 
parties - UP and Xiamen. 

The formal agreements for the establishment of the CI in UP Diliman were signed on 7 December 
2014 in Xiamen. I signed the agreement with Hanban (Confucius Institute Headquarters) 
represented by it Executive Director, Vice Minister Xu Lin, while Chancellor Michael Tan signed the 
implementing agreement with Xiamen University (XMU) represented by its President, Prof. Zhu 
Chongzhi. 

Drumming up for the UP ROTC Program 

In the face of growing challenges from natural disasters and external security threats at the 
national level, certain sectors now clamor for reinvigorating the UP's ROTC program, which since 
2002 has become just one of the options for college students under the National Service Training 
Program (NSTP) Act of 2001. At the 13 October meeting of the President's Advisory Council (PAC), 
UP alumnus Mark Javier (UP ROTC Corps Commander 1967, UP Engineering graduate, and former 
President of Globe Telecom), made a presentation on the critical need for UP and other schools to 
pay attention to the flagging interest in military training among our youth. 

Entry of Military Personnel in UP Diliman Campus 

On 21 October, the UP Diliman Special Services Brigade (SSB) noticed suspicious activities in two 
sides of the campus: Roxas and Corregidor Streets near the College of Education and in the 
Sunken Garden. They were using two Toyota Innova vehicles. The SSB and the UP Diliman Police 
were able to question the men and one of them introduced himself as an AFP officer. He refused 
to divulge anymore information, and the other five men remained unidentified. The UP security 
personnel accompanied the 6 men to the QC police department. 

The foregoing was a report made by UP Diliman Chancellor Michael Tan as part of his statement 

of concern on an unauthorized intrusion into the UP Diliman campus by military personnel—a 

statement I supported. The incident violated an Agreement between UP and the Department of 
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National Defense (DND) dated 30 June 1989, signed by then UP President Jose V. Abueva and then 

DND Secretary Fidel V. Ramos. Under the Agreement, 

"Prior notification shall be given by a commander of an AFP, PC-PNP, or Citizen's Armed 
Force Geographical Units (CAFGU) unit intending to conduct any military or police operations in 
any of the UP campuses in the constituent universities of U.P. Diliman, U.P. Manila, U.P. Los Bonos, 
and U.P. Visayos, or in any of the regional units in Baguio, San Fernando, Tacloban, Miag-ao and 
Cebu, to the U.P. President, or the Chancellor of the constituent university, or the dean of the 
regional unit concerned, or their respective officers-in-charge in the event of their absence, when 
the situation so warrants.'' 

On 27 October, the AFP expressed its apology in a statement sent to the media admitting that 
military personnel indeed entered UP and that it was a transparent operation that was properly 
coordinated with the local police. They claimed that there was no intent to violate the 1989 UP-
DND Agreement. However, the AFP did not inform the UP Diliman Chancellor nor myself. 

MOU with PCA re Coconut Seed Farm Development Project 

On 26 October, I signed a memorandum of understanding with Philippine Coconut Authority (PCA) 
Administrator Romulo N. Arancon, Jr., for a project that will promote the establishment of 
Coconut Seed Farms in available and suitable areas in UP's land grant assets.

The objective of the meeting was to begin UP's effort to lead 
in providing recommendations to the Philippine Government especially as a new administration 
comes in next year. This is highly relevant as we review our curriculum to make it more 
competitive as the K-12 program is introduced in the country's basic education.

1. Evidenced-based Planning for Resilient Local Health Systems (rEBaP) during 
Disasters Program (UNICEF Funded) 

A. Both UP Manila School of Health Sciences in Palo, Leyte and UP 
Visayas finished all the modules on rEBaP (4 modules) for all the 
Yolanda-affected LGUs in Samar, Leyte, Iloilo, Capiz, and Cebu. 

B. The 6'̂  Partners meeting held in Iloilo City on Sept 22, 2015 with 
UPV as the host. 

C. The Faculty Regent and the rest of the UPV team wil l start the second 
round of coaching and mentoring the Municipal Health Officers 
(MHOs) and Municipal Planning and Development Officers (MPDO) 
of Iloilo, Capiz, and Cebu Municipalities next month for their fmal 
Health Emergency Response, Recovery, and Rehabilitation Plans 
(HERRRP). 

2. Academic Quality Assurance and ASEAN University Network (AUN) 
accreditation: 

A. The System Committee met last Aug. 28, 2015 and Sept 24, 2015 for 
the update on the next steps for the establishment of the QA office in 
the different CUs. The committee has reviewed the criteria used by 
UP, PAASCU, Washington Accords for Engineering, and AUN. The 
committee wil l now consolidate the data on UP lAADS and try to fmd 
the equivalent points for Washington Accords for Engineering and 
AUN. The UP System QA committee has already visited UPV last 
Oct. 26, 2015 for the fu-st consultation and lAADS coaching. Al l the 
rest of the CUs wil l be visited this November. 

3. UP Campus consultation visits. | 
A. The Faculty Regent had a consultation meeting with UPV in Miag ao 

(morning) and Iloilo City (afternoon) campus on Aug 20, 2015. Some 
of the faculty concerns are the land acquisition status of UPV Miag ao 
and the status of the land use plan for the city campus, eUP, health

B. UP Koronadal (extension campus of UP Manila SHS Palo) 

consultation was done on Sept. 1, 2015. The main issue was their very 
small MOOE budget, lack of necessary laboratory equipments, and 
feasibility of opening of a medical school. 

C. The Faculty Regent also visited UP Mindanao on Sept. 2, 2015. The 
challenges of UP Mindanao included the sudden resignation of their 
VCAA and the School of Management Dean, the status of the informal 
settlers, and the lack of faculty items. 

D. The next visit was m UP Diliman Extension Program in San Fernando 
on Sept. 10, 2015. This is by far the most challenging of all the 
consultation meetings. The infighting between the faculty members 
was intense and has hampered both the academic and administrative 
functions of the program. A second consultation meeting was even 
scheduled for the deputy director and program secretary at Vinzon's 
Hall on Sept 15, 2015, for them to also communicate their own 
concerns. The UP Diliman Chancellor has already been informed and 
he has promised to resolve the lack of a permanent director for more 
than a year now. 

E. The last UP campus consultation for the year was UP Diliman on Oct. 
5, 2015 at Melchor Hall. Most of the concerns raised were promotions, 
tenure, procurement, field trips, publications, student discipline, and 
policies on social media SOPs both for student and faculty. 

4. The Faculty Regent, being a member, also attended the Philippine Genome 
Center Agriculture Genomics Program Scientific Advisory Council (SAC) 
meeting at UPLB on Sept 4, 2015. The Chair of the SAC, former DOH 
Secretary, Dr. William Padolina presided on the different genomics projects 
including mollusks selective breedmg in UPV (the Faculty Regent is the 
project leader). 

5. UPV has trained the third batch of LGUs under the US AID fimded Municipal 
Leadership and Governance Program (MLGP) with DOH6 and Zuellig Family 
Foundation (ZFF) as partners from Sept 8-11, 2015 in Bacolod City. The 
Faculty Regent was the trammg director and facilitator. ZFF also convened an 
academic partners symposium last Oct 21-23, 2015 to share ideas and good 
practices in the conduct of the trainings and for the full institutionalization of 
the MLGP programs in our respective universities.
